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Revision of Undergraduate Catalog Statement Regarding

This Resolution revises the statement which appears in the University undergraduate catalog
concerning the University's desire to serve students of the Commonwealth of Virginia while admitting
qualified out-of-state students. This revised statement will appear in place of the current language in
the undergraduate catalog specifying out-of-state undergraduate enrollments as a percentage of total
undergraduate enrollment. The revised statement reads as follows:

"Admission will be offered to applicants who show evidence of ability, good character,
the proper academic preparation, willingness to study, and a desire for a university
education. Qualified out-of-state residents are encouraged to apply; however, special
consideration is given to applicants from the Commonwealth of Virginia."
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
